RIVER RODING   
PATCH PARK  
Heavy snow, freezing iced river conditions with  melting snow water has made fishing difficult with the 
river over into the fields more often than not. During the odd fining down days fishing has been possible 
notably from swims above the concrete footbridge producing perch to touch-ledgered lobworm and chub 
to cheese paste. Members have been fishing the flooded river even when you cannot tell where the river 
bank starts or stops, utmost caution is advisable by prodding the ground in front of you for firm ground, as 
no fish is worth falling into a swollen river for. Itôs hard to imagine that in a couple of months the barren 
vegetation will burst into life again, work parties can be difficult to date on rivers because they are dictated 
by conditions. Low water is needed to work on the river and a good pair of chest waders is required, you 
can learn a lot  about the contours of the river bed. If you are interested in helping out from the end of May

RENEWING MEMBERSHIPS  

Enclosed with this newsletter is your renewal form for 2010/11 membership. 

Every year the Club has to return a number of renewals because they have not been completed properly 

and below we give guidelines for hassle free renewing. 

Check the printed details on the form and change if incorrect, you do not need to write your details 

again, just sign and date it. The Club sometimes needs to let members know of urgent situations so please 

let us have your email addresses if relevant as this is a quick way of contacting members. 

The Club is not changing the key this season. 

Every Senior, OAP and Intermediate member needs to provide one photo for their new card.  

We do not require photos of Junior or Lady Associate members but we do need their full names and for 

Juniors their dates of birth.  

Any existing Junior member who has reached the age of 16 becomes an Intermediate member and will 

need to supply 2 photos with the renewal.  

Put names on the back of the photos, especially when there are more than one sent in together. Please do 

not use staples as it ruins our nails. 

Please note that if you wish to add Juniors or Lady Associates during the year you will have to pay an 

admin. fee of £5. 

Renewals can be sent in as soon as possible but all subscriptions are due on the 1st April 2010, although 

you are given until 30th April 2010 to get them in. Any member joining after this date will be treated as a 

new member and will have to pay the entry fee of £10 again.  

Renewals will be processed as they are received but no cheques will be banked until 1st April 2010. After 

this date any applications with Post Dated Cheques will be rejected.  This year we are offering members 

the facility of paying their fees by bank transfer. However you must quote your membership ID number 

(found at the top of the renewal form) and surname otherwise we will not be able to identify your 

payment and this could hold up your renewal. The new cards will be sent out with the new Rule Book 

which takes approx. six weeks after the AGM in March to be printed.
