ESSENTIAL WORK AT SO UTHMINSTER

Pit 8 has been taken over by reeds leaving very few fishable areas and your Committee has agreed to look
at this. A few years ago a contractor came and tried to remove them by hand and found it was impossi-
ble. Since then it has got far worse and the Committee has agreed to look at it again. There have been
several meetings with the EA and it has been decided that the best way to solve the problem is to empty
the Pit and have the reeds dug out. Work has started in lowering the water level and 300Ibs of silver fish
were netted and transferred to other pits. The carp will be removed by the EA before digging starts.

The fishery management team are removing trees around the lake to allow access for plant and machin-
ery. Bill Broom, Fishery Officer, and his bailiffs are also getting involved with the work.

Keep an eye on the web site and notice board for updates.

Please note that there is no fishing on the Pit while this maintenance work is being carried out.

FISHERY REPORTS

SHALFORD

Through the continued efforts of both

myself and my bailiff, we have man-

aged to keep a good level of water in
both lakes. This has been achieved by
continually keeping the feed pipe free
of debris. Unfortunately this has meant
us losing a couple of swims, but I think

the general consensus is that members
would rather see a good level of water
in both lakes, rather than low as it has

been in the past.

Both lakes continue to fish well, de-
spite the small drop in temperature. All

the usual species are being caught
with best baits being pellet, meat and

bread for the carp and maggots and
sweet corn for the roach and other
species. Fishing to the island on the
bottom lake will find you the better

carp.

| have not received many catch reports
this season from members, those of
you who have reported their catches
have reported good catches of roach
and a number of double figure carp.

Other reports are chub to 2.lbs from

both lakes, roach to the pound and
crucians to the pound. Because of the
lack of rain the river fishing has been
poor, but those members wishing to
walk the banks have reported good
catches of chub, dace, with the occa-
sional carp being caught.

Please remember if you want to fish
the river up stream from Codham Mill,
you need to contact the helpline to

obtain a club sticker, for display in your
car.

A big thank must go to Alan, Ted and
Tony (my bailiff), who have all worked

hard this season, keeping the lakes
looking so tidy. Keep those reports
coming in, and if you have any prob-
lems please do not hesitate to contact
me.

THOBY WOOD

The season so far has been quite
good, Thoby Wood is not known for
its large bags of fish, never the less
fish are still caught. Two anglers had
a bag of bream (18) fish between
them. Tench are caught but not in big

bags, just the odd fish which can
range from 2lbs to the largest re-

ported of 5lbs. The carp are showing
with bags of about three fish, the big-

gest reported at 29Ibs with the aver-
age at about 12/to18lbs. The roach
and rudd are getting bigger with fish

of 120zs down to 3o0zs rudd about the
same perch range from biggest re-
ported 2lbs with 120zs down to 3ozs.
Note; always try something different,

dipping or soaking boilies in vodka or
pernod.

Another suggestion is using dead
maggots as these cannot bury in the
silt (live ones on the hook), casters
are very good for the roach they
seem to catch the bigger fish. | have

been asked many times where is the
deepest area, pegs 8 to 15 left hand
side, pegs 19 to 28 right hand side of
lake, the average in the middle of this
area was 11 feet with an average
depth of about 6 feet. Be safe on
the bank and good fishing.

RIVER RODING

The floating weed at Passingford
Bridge has come back this year due
to very dry and warm weather, the
rain forecasted later this week may
shift it. | have fished in the holes for
perch up to a pound.

| have also sent an E-mail to the E.A
asking for their help as they have ac-
cess rights to Passingford Mill where
there is a side sluice they can open.
Half way up where the M25 comes
near to the river | have put a sign
stating we must not break the fence

and go through the double gates
to access this area the gates look
locked however they have a snap
link holding the chain. | have
seen some large carp around our
deeper swims but these are tem-
porary visitors from the mill pool
which has a fish pass in the weir.

Mitchells Farm is quite over-
grown but with possible heavy
rain | will make this more accessi-
ble. In early summer 3 of us with
chest waders cleared the big pool
of reeds that were blocking the
flow and another overgrown sec-
tion downstream. Remember any
problems with locks, gates etc
give me a call or send a text.

Remember at this
time of the year to cut back on
the feed and reduce line and hook
sizes to ensur e
ing. When going to the platforms
take care at the back not to get
your foot caught, the offending
platforms will be back filled over
the winter period. Thank you for
those that have fished and taken
away your rubbish, this is much
appreciated by both me and my
bailiff, Steve. Should you have
any questions or want any advice
on the fishery please feel free to
contact myself or Steve who is
normally around the lake at the
weekends.

STRAITS MILL, BRAINTREE
The weather and in particular the
lack of rain has had a devastating
affect on Straits with the water
levels the lowest | have seen for
many years. Lack of water or not,
there has been an incredible
amount of carp being caught. One
member reported that he had
caught seven in a morning ses-
sion which only stopped when he
ran out of boilies. The bream
have continued to be caught with
halibut mini boilies and sweet
corn being the preferred bait. At
long last | can report that the
small tench introduced over three
seasons ago have now been mak-
ing an appearance and have been
coming out at two to three
pounds. There has not been much

to report on the small lake as
most anglers soon get frus-
trated trying to get through the
small rudd. Persevere, there are
good quality roach and tench to
be caught once you get past the
rudd. There has not been a lot of
fishing done on the river with
some members complaining about
the weed and the clear water.
This has not prevented the pike
taking dead baits albeit most
caught have been small jack pike.
With the E.A. doing some work on
the river and thereby putting a bit
of colour in it fishing should im- ¢
prove. | have now strimmed a
path along the river which will
make it a bit easier for members
to gain access to some swims or if
need be cut their own.

Finally, please remember to se-
cure and lock the gate both on
entry and exit. We do not want
any unauthorised people on our
club waters.

The best bait this season seems
to have been Halibut boilies
tipped with red plastic corn for
carp and single maggot for silvers
with a spray of maggots every
couple of casts.

Swan Lake

Carp have been taken from all
around the lake and plenty of sil-
vers have been caught on the
pole along with the odd carp.

Old Island

At the start of the season fishing
was excellent, but as the water
level has dropped in the later
months it has slowed down con-
siderably.

Long Lake

Still a difficult lake for carp as
they are very wary. Silvers are in

abundance with maggot being
the best bait.

Baits

Some of the baits that have
caught this season are the same
as the last news letter, apart from
Halibut boilies tipped with red
plastic corn. Sausage paste,
sweet corn, trout pellets, dog bis-
cuits, shellfish, cheese, maggot,
strawberry boilies, fruit boilies,
cell boilies, worms, meat baits.
